Enrolment and Withdrawal
Open House event will be scheduled to familiarize you and your child with the surroundings, answer questions, and complete admission forms prior to enrollment. 
Arrival and Pick-up
For staffing purposes, we recommend that you establish fixed hours to pick up and drop off your child.  48 hours notification of any changes is needed to ensure staffing is appropriately arranged. 
Upon arrival each morning, please accompany your child into the center, Check in with member of the staff, sign in through Procare and see that he/she is settled before you leave. 
Children will not be released to anyone other than their parents, unless we have written permission from the authorized person to the contrary stating who may pick them up each day. Please be aware that access cannot be denied to either parent unless a copy of legal custody papers is on file in the center which clearly state custody rights of the parent.

In the event that you will be unusually early or late picking up your child, please let us know in advance so that we may inform and prepare your child.
Absenteeism

· If your child will be absent for more than a couple days, we ask for notification to align staffing as necessary.
· If your child is absent more than three consecutive days due to illness, a doctor's note will be required, explaining the reason and assuring us that the illness is now not contagious, and that the returning child is free from infection.
Breakfast, Lunch and Afternoon snack 
A small breakfast, nutritious hot lunch and an afternoon snack are provided daily. Weekly menus are prepared are posted for viewing.  Lunches will be provided in accordance with nutritional guidelines, and catered by the Wood County Board of Education.  Please note, food is permitted from home but must also meet the State Childcare Nutritional Guidelines.  Child’s food provided from home must be stored in an appropriate container and not require additional preparation by the center.  The child’s lunch will need labeled with names and not shared with other children.  
Any special dietary needs, restrictions and allergies must be communicated prior to the first day of camp.

Behavior
If a child has a particularly difficult day at camp, and the child’s behavior cannot be redirected within the confines of the Behavior Management Policy, then the parents will be asked to pick up their child for that day.  It is expected that the parent pick up the child within one hour after being asked to.  Camp rules and regulations will be reviewed daily and will be issued in the best interest and safety of your child(ren) and others.  
Behavioral issues will be handled with the parent and child present in this order and form:

1 st - Verbal redirection will be given and parent notification verbally.
2 nd - Written warning with parent and child signatures will be recorded (Incident Report form 1)

3 rd - Final incident is grounds for dismissal from the program with a written incident report detailing the repeated behavior issues.  (Incident Report form 2)
Absolutely no form of disrespect verbally or physically will be tolerated in the camp program.  Behavior expectations of every child will be the same.  Camp rules and regulations will be reviewed daily and will be issued in the best interest and safety of your child(ren) and others.  No form of destruction of Camp properties, or the property of others will be tolerated and will be reported as a violation of behavior  policy.
Camp staff will promote problem solving with the children where appropriate.  However, we will not risk the safety of others by permitting a child to participate that is causing potential harm to others, verbally or physically.  The child will be asked to sit out and if he/she can not be redirected in a positive manor, a parent will be called.
Child Abuse
It is the duty of the center to report any suspicions of child abuse to the local Children’s Aid Society. This responsibility applies to all the staff at the center and includes volunteers, students and other support staff who have contact with the children.   See Child Abuse and Recognition guidelines by the WV State Department of Health and Human Resources.
Under no circumstances is any form of physical or verbal punishment or abuse permitted by the staff, parents or guardians of the children on the DuPont Employee Recreational Center premises including the pool, Camp Crawdad and playgrounds.  
Health and Administration of Medication
Prior to admission, each child must be immunized as recommended by the local Medical Officer of Health. DERC Camp Crawdad also requires that a medical certificate confirming a complete medical assessment be submitted at this time.

If your child requires medication during his/her stay at DERC Camp Crawdad, the center will administer both prescription and non-prescription drugs (only if accompanied by a doctor's note) to children in accordance with legislation. This requires that parents provide:

· Written authorization, including dosage and times any drug is to be given; and

· Medication in the original container, clearly labeled with the child's name, name of the drug, dosage, the date of prescription, and instructions for storage and administration of the drug.

Medication is not to be left in the child's cubby/shelf area. Kindly give it directly to a staff member. The Staff will have you sign the Medication Authorization and Administration Form. The medication will be returned to you each day (not kept at the center).

Emergency Information Update - Please ensure that you keep us updated with address and telephone number changes for you, your family, emergency contacts and persons to whom the child may be released.

No Smoking Policy - The center follows a no-smoking policy, and smoking or use of tobacco products within the center is strictly prohibited at all times. 
Clothing and Personal Items
Please bring from home, labeled with the child’s name, and leave at the center the items requested in Clothing and Personal Items Form provided to you at the time of enrolment.

In addition, on your child’s birthday, you may wish to bring a cake/other snack to be used at snack time or lunchtime for your child’s group. The Staff will tell you how many children should be included.   Please ensure that the cake/snack is completely nut-free.
All Age Groups 
· Complete change of clothing (at least one complete set and weather appropriate)
· Light jacket for cool mornings or rainy days.
· Shoes appropriate for running and playing outside (or boots for creek activities)
· Spray Sunblock lotion, Spray Bug Spray Face stick sunblock 
· Pool towel (s)
· Scooter or bike and helmet on specified days

· Fishing pole on specified days

Not permitted to bring to camp

· Gaming systems (DSI, IPad, Kindle, IPod etc) 
· Cell phones (Not responsible for lost or broken)
· Swords, knifes, play guns etc.  

· Any inappropriate books or magazines

Summer/Outdoor Play
During the summer months, the staff at the center will put sunscreen lotion on your child before outside time. Spray sunlock and face stick sunblock is to be provided by the parents.  It is also recommended that the parents apply sunblock to the child’s face, arms and legs at the time of drop off.
Sickness
If your child has developed a communicable disease, please let us know as soon as possible. If your child becomes ill at the center, she/he must be picked up by the parent or other authorized persons as soon as possible. This requirement is for the consideration of your child as well as for the other children and staff. 
Tuition dues:
Tuition Payments are due and are to be paid online through Procare for the entire balance amount each week by Friday.  Late fee of 5% will be applied to any account which is not paid in full by due date.

2026 Camper Non‑Attendance Fee Policy

Effective January 1, 2026, our program will implement a non‑attendance fee to support accurate planning, staffing, and allocation of resources.

To help us effectively manage resources and maintain appropriate staffing levels, a $40.00 fee will be applied for each registered week that a camper does not attend. 
Policy Details

· The $40.00 non‑attendance fee is charged per camper, per registered week of absence.

· Fees will appear on the family’s account and must be paid before additional registrations can be processed.

Purpose
This policy ensures that:

· Staffing levels remain appropriate for safety and quality of care.

· Resources such as materials, meals, and activity supplies are planned accurately.

· Program spots are not reserved and unused while other families remain on waitlists.
